PERMISSIBLE EXPOSURE LIMITS BACK ONAGENDA

With AB 553 put on hold in the legislature last year, it appears there is now an administrative attempt to put changes in
the PEL process into regulation. The Department of Occupational Health & Safety (DOSH) just announced that
Cal0OSHA's Health Expert Advisory Committee (HEAC) will hold a meeting to discuss inclusion of Permissible Exposure
Limits (PELS} in Title 8 section 355 of the California Code of Regulations (8CCD 315353.) [EA will participate in that
meeting and provide an update.

At the meeting, Cal/lOSHA plans to have at least preliminary presentations by HEAC members on substances they have
been working on since their last meeting, report on the CAL/OSHA PELs advisory process, planning forwhat will happen
next year and in years to follow.
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
